Happily, not all of 

them were like that, and the pain was somewhat lessened by the fact that I 

had, some years later, to assist that particular student in a project to do with 

teacher training! It is useful, albeit painful, to be caught up from time to 

time in that way. All criticism has some validity for us fallible human 

beings, and it is good that it hits us hard from time to time. One great gift, 

that few of us have, though, is to spot the point at which criticism or thanks 

can be given gently and helpfully without bringing out the nuclear arsenal, 

and leading to healing rather than destruction.! 

 

At a team meeting recently, we were noticing how few comments are 

ever given on sermons. While we hope that these are not muddled, useless, 

nor, perish the thought, patronising, even such comments would be 

welcome! No, we are not going to start issuing questionnaires, or getting 

someone in Mumbai to phone you up anonymously on Sunday afternoon to 

get your views, but we do welcome them! 

 

On a very different note, though, what a wonderful party you organised 

on November 15th for the “Homecoming”. I realized that there was huge 

culinary talent in this congregation, but not the all-singing-all-dancing 

talent! There was a wonderful air of fun, which our visitors certainly 

appreciated, and which also shows, I think, the progress you have made 

during the year. The Charis campaign, as we never tire of saying, wasn’t all 

about money, and the building of friendship and fellowship was plain in the 

fun we all had.

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VISIT TO ST. PETER’S PCEA IHINDU, KENYA 
 
On 21st October I arrived at the Airport, Nairobi at 6.30am. to be met, as 
arranged, by Sammy Karanja. We spent a pleasant morning visiting the 
Railway Museum, and the Elephant Orphanage recently featured on a TV 
documentary, after which we travelled to Ihindu, on the way calling in to a 
wayside garden centre, to purchase small shrubs for the church garden.  
The first view of the completed church is from the highway, the brown roof 
clearly seen.  We entered the church to find people busily cleaning the floor 
and arranging the cream coloured plastic chairs, matching the walls that 
my husband Henry had donated.  The next morning was taken up with vis-
iting members of the Women’s Guild in their homes where we were given 
Kenyan tea and bread.   Later that day I went with Terry and Sammy to a 
local market where Terry purchased ingredients to be used for the lunch on 
Sunday before proceeding to the town of Naivasha for more supplies. 
 
The next day Sammy and I travelled to Nakuru to friends there where I 
stayed for 2 nights.  I travelled back with the friends to the church on the 
Sunday morning.  After greeting one or two old friends, we entered into the 
church where they had already started singing and clapping.  We were 
seated on special velvet chairs at the front and the service began.  Mem-
bers of the local Presbytery including the St Peter’s Minister Rev Joseph 
Iteri, and the Moderator sat on the platform.  Six churches were represent-
ed and each took part in the worship by coming forward, singing, and danc-
ing to the sound of drumbeats.  The St Peter’s Church Sunday School 
came forward in bright red t-shirts with the name emblazoned on them, 
sang, and danced.  There followed several readings and blessings of vari-
ous items within the church, the font, lectern, pulpit etc.  I gave a speech 
with Sammy translating although many could understand English, and 
there was a sermon from an excellent speaker who talked of the people of 
the church being more important than the building, and how we must all do 
our best to bring more people to God, as by his way is the only way to live, 
caring and loving each other. This was spoken in English and Swahili.  The 
friends and I were presented with soapstone gifts and I was given some to 
bring home to other people who had visited St Peter’s in the past.  At the 
very end of the service, I unveiled a plaque on the porch wall commemorat-
ing the occasion.  Everyone was given lunch which had been provided and 
prepared by the Women’s Guild who had worked on Saturday evening and 
slept in the church overnight.  Sammy had provided a lamb for the feast. It 
was a splendid, joyous and wonderful day and I was very privileged to be 
part of it, my only regret that no one from St Mary’s was able to be present. 
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I spent a further week in Kenya, first in Voi, halfway between Nairobi and 
Mombassa, where I first attended church with Sammy in 2005. There I met 
the Pastor and his wife at the African Inland Church in Voi and then on to 
Mombassa for three days of sightseeing before returning to Voi, where we 
were able to attend the  9.30 am  English service in the AIC before return-
ing to Nairobi and my flight home.

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A PLACE THAT OFFERS LIFE

"Finances are tight, and our numbers are dwindling. The congrega-
tion is looking to me to turn things around. So is my denomination--
that's exactly what I was told when I was appointed here. And, 
frankly, that's my expectation too. Isn't that my job?" says a pastor 
of a congregation that has been experiencing decline for many 
years, voicing the belief of many congregations, denominations, 
and pastors that when a congregation is declining, it is the pastor's 
job to fix it. 
 
Here's the hard truth. If you're a layperson in a congregation that's 
experiencing decline, whether the congregation thrives is ultimately 
up to you and the other members. Your pastor can teach, guide, 
lead, support, inspire, even cajole. But in the end, congregational 
health is a function of how people in the congregation relate to one 
another, to God, and to their community. A congregation is a mi-
crocosm of the greater church, a local embodiment of the body of 
Christ. In John's Gospel, Jesus says, "I came that they may have 
life, and have it abundantly" (John 10:10). We believe this is one of 
the primary messages that a healthy congregation embodies for its 
members and its surrounding community.  
  
A congregation that is truly being church brings people into a lov-
ing, life-giving relationship with God and others that is transforma-
tional. This is the nature of the kin-dom of God, where covenant 
relationships model the best aspects of family. People find hope. 
They experience belonging; they extend and receive forgiveness. 
They discover a sense of purpose and direction. They learn to live 
with appreciation and joy no matter what the circumstances. Alt-
hough a pastor can preach and teach this message, the message 
has power only to the extent that the people in the congregation 
live it and practice it with one another. Practicing loving, life-giving 
relationships transforms congregation members. Witnessing such 
benefits draws others who want something similar for themselves 
and their families.  
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Recent Fellowship income has been £60 (30 each to TC and

Well we are ready, so let the proceed-

ings commence. 
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The Gospel according to St. Luke. 

This Advent we move into St. Luke’s Gospel as our main Gospel for the year.  Recent-

ly Canon Alex Black preached for and to us on St. Luke’s Day.  Part of the Sermon is 

printed here, with Alex’s permission, as an introduction to this Gospel.    

      

I was once in the Troodos Mountains in Cyprus and felt quite close to St. Luke.  And 

that was in spite of the place being the Monastery which trained Archbishop Makari-

os: the Kykkos monastery.   But it was in that monastery that a certain icon is kept 

which purports to be by the hand of St. Luke and is a portrait of the Blessed Virgin 

with the child Jesus  -  and although I am very sceptical about the icon’s authenticity,  

yet something of St. Luke’s outlook on Jesus and the humanity of both came over to 

me then and has never left. 

Today we honour Luke, who in a letter of St. Paul is described as “the Beloved physi-

cian,” as well as providing my text from his last days in a Roman prison when all the 

others had left or deserted him,  “only Luke is with me.” 

So who was he, this physician and writer?   

New Testament Scholars tell us that “the opening of the Gospel is the smoothest and 

most polished piece of Greek prose in the whole New Testament.”  And it was with 

that same good Greek, but in a more street easy style, that he completed the Gospel 

and the Acts of the Apostles. 

So he was most probably a well educated Greek gentile (from Antioch in Syria or Phi-

lippi in Greece) who came to Jesus to find the way and having been persuaded and 

baptised, followed Paul on his journeys to convert the wider world, away from the 

Jewish Christian Church in Jerusalem.  A well educated Greek doctor who, if he did 

not actually paint icons, painted beautiful word pictures of Christ, his childhood, his 

message and his healing power, and there provides the fullest picture we have of the 

coming into being of the Church and its early years in Acts. 

Eugene Peterson  offers a brief description of what Luke felt Christ’s Gospel was 

about  in his  Luke in The Message.   

One clear example is in the way he portrays Christ’s attitude to women.  (1) Easily 

overlooked is the fact that though Jesus chose 12 men as his disciples   -- behind them 

and round them were a group of resourceful women,  and such women could never 

have been far away.  Incidentally, we learn that Mary Magdalene was not a woman of 

the streets but a sufferer from some mental illness – a woman who became the Apos-

tle to the Apostles, bringing them the news of the Resurrection. 

(2)  A crippled arthritic woman healed on the Sabbath, telling her “You’re Free.” 

(3)  An example of women and contamination.  She had been haemorrhaging for 12 

years.  She took the risk of polluting Jesus by touching him.  Jesus knows.  She comes 

out of hiding and he says  “You took a risk touching me, now you’re healed and 

whole.  Live well, Live blessed. 

My mental picture of Luke up in the Kykkos Monastery was of a man who learned of 

kindness,  love and courage from Christ, even at second hand, and then dedicated his 

life to help and heal a wounded world with the power of his Lord’s Word and Life.
